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Players Code of Conduct

· Play within the rules and respect officials and their decisions.
· Compete fairly — be competitive, not aggressive.
· Play as a team.
· Never ridicule a teammate for making mistakes.
· Always respect your coaches/umpires and opponents.
· Return the ball promptly to opponents for throw-ins, penalty shots, free and penalty passes.
· Stand in the correct position indicated by the umpire when penalties are set.
· Accept victory with modesty and defeat with grace.
· Shake hands with opponents after every match, regardless of the result.
· Thank the umpires for officiating the match.
· Be punctual for training and matches.
· Wear suitable kit and respect the uniform, facilities, and equipment provided.
· Enjoy your netball!
· Maintain training attendance above 70% to support individual and squad development.
· Poor training attendance may jeopardize your position in the club.

Note:
· Responsibility for enforcing discipline rests primarily with the Club Chairperson, Vice Chairperson and the Coaches.
· They ensure training and matches are conducted in a safe and friendly environment.
· A Club Disciplinary Process is in place to manage any breaches.

Club Disciplinary Process
The  4-stage process to address behaviour not meeting club expectations:
1. First Verbal Warning
2. Second Verbal Warning
3. Written Warning
4. Removal from the Club
Important Notes:
· All verbal warnings are given in person and are formal.
· Members are responsible for:
· Keeping track of any verbal warnings.
· Informing their parents themselves (coaches may not issue reminders).
· Stage 3 (Written Warning) will include a written explanation and expectations.
· If behaviour does not improve after a written warning, dismissal from the club will follow.
This process ensures fairness, transparency, and maintains high standards for all club members.
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
